HIKE RULES 
 
1. Groups are required to check in and out with the  Scout leaders at each rest station. 
 
2. All units must stay together as a group.  No sco uts will be allowed to hike without adult 

supervision (i.e., two-deep leadership). 
 
3. Remember that you will be walking on a county/ru ral road.  Groups must stay to the left 

side of the road to allow vehicles to pass.  BE ALE RT!!! 
 
4. Support vehicles MUST use alternate roads to rea ch the rest stations to minimize traffic 

congestion on the trail. 
 
5. Abraham Lincoln Council personnel will be monito ring the trail to ensure that the safety 

requirements are being followed.  Patches may not b e awarded to hikers who disobey the 
rules. 

 
6. Get your hand stamped at Station 4 so you can ge t your patch at the end of the trail. 
 
7. DO NOT pet or encourage dogs to follow you along  the Trail. 
 
8. Ham radio operators will be stationed along the trail for emergency communications and to 

relay messages, as necessary. 
 
9. Please leave the area better than you found it a nd clean up any messes you create, e.g., 

lunch garbage, drinking cups. 
 
10. DO NOT pick up dangerous items which include: 

·  Broken glass 
·  Hypodermic needles 
·  Medical waste 
·  Automotive batteries 
·  Ammunition or explosives 
·  Chemical & pesticide containers 
·  Thermos bottles, coolers and propane containers 

 
Please leave these items where they lay and notify an Illinois EPA official or a ham radio 
operator of their whereabouts. 

 
11. Please keep aluminum in separate plastic bags f or recycling.
