General Information : The theme, “Indiana Cub, World Adventure,” has been selected
for the 2008 Day Camps. There are many 3-day session opportunities that will provide fun and
excitement as well as advancement opportunities for Cub Scouts. Events will include archery, BB
guns, nature hikes, crafts, sports and games. Each Cub Scout will participate in a den of about 10-15
boys under the leadership of at least two adults. All Cub Scouts will receive a Day Camp T-shirt,
Participant Patch and program materials.

Come and enjoy cub camping or “cubbing”,
as it was originally called. Cub Scouts will
enjoy an adventurous approach to learning
while having fun!!!

Adult Leaders: The Cub Scout program relies on the parents of the boys involved to deliver the
program. Day Camp is operated with the same understanding. Each Pack is required to provide at
least one adult for every four Cub Scouts who attend Day Camp. The adults will help deliver the
Day Camp Program each day.

Adults will help at Day Camp either as Den Walkers or as Program Assistants . The Den Walkers
will take the groups of Cub Scouts around to the different Program Areas. At each Program Area the
Cubs will participate in the activity with the help of a Program Assistant, Boy Scout Den Chiefs, and a
Team Member (if necessary).

The adults who come to Day Camp to assist are not charged a fee (other than for the optional Camp
T-shirt). However, each adult must fill out a Class 1 Health History Form  to be turned in at the time
of registration and actively participate in the daily activities. Cub Scout Day Camp relies on the help
and energy of parents and Pack Leaders to make it a success.

Health Forms and Medication: A completed Registration Form and Health Form is
important to the safety and health of all adults an ~ d Cub Scouts attending Day Camp. Itisa
required BSA National Camping Standard that must be followed to insure a safe camping experience
for all. Also, a qualified Health Officer will be at Day Camp to handle first aid if the need arises.
Special note:  Any medication that is to be taken at camp (prescription or non-prescription) should be
brought in its original container in a resealable bag. Include permission slip from parent or guardian
stating amount and when to be taken. This must be given to the Day Camp Health Officer each day.
The Health Officer will keep and administer all medications. Additional health forms may be copied as

needed, obtained from the Council Service Center or on the Council web site at
www.alincolnbsa.org.

Reglstratlon: Registration for Day Camp must be completed through your
Pack. Please complete the enclosed Day Camp Registration Form and submit it along
with your payment and health form(s) to your Pack Coordinator . Your Coordinator will
complete the necessary Pack Registration Form and submit all Registrations to the
Council Service Center together.
